WHEN WILL THE TERMS BE IN 2019? 

Aussie Skate terms run according to NSW 
school terms, so for 2019:

Term 1	 TUE 05/02/19 to 02/04/19 
(9 weeks)	 SAT 09/02/19 to 06/04/19

Term 2	 TUE 30/04/19 to 25/06/19 
(9 weeks) 	 SAT 04/05/19 to 29/06/19

Term 3	 TUE 23/07/19 to 17/09/19 
(9 weeks) 	 SAT 27/07/19 to 21/09/19

Term 4	 TUE 15/10/19 to 10/12/19 
(9 weeks) 	 SAT 19/10/19 to 14/12/19 

Lessons run on Tuesday afternoons between 
4.00pm - 7.00pm and Saturday afternoons from 
1.00pm - 4.30pm.

» �30 minute group classes plus practice.

» �Time before/after lessons included FREE! 
(depending on your lesson time).

» �Provides a good background for joining the 
LCC Saints Ice Hockey Club or Figure Club.

HOW DO I ENROL IN AUSSIE SKATE? 

To sign up for Aussie Skate you need to be a 
current member of the Liverpool Catholic Club. 

Adult membership is $7 and Junior membership 
is $4 for the calendar year.  
Come see the staff at the rink to fill out an 
enrolment form.

HOW MUCH DOES IT COST AND WHAT  

DOES IT INCLUDE? 

Aussie Skate runs according to NSW school 
terms at $18 per week with an accredited coach! 
(eg. 9 wks x $18 = $162). 

This is an upfront payment and includes one  
30 minute lesson with one of our qualified  
coaches as well as an additional practice  
time either before or after your lesson.  
(Only within Aussie Skate times). 

HOW MANY SKATERS ARE IN EACH CLASS? 

Aussie Skate is a group based program  
with approximately 10 students per level.  
Higher levels will have less students due to more 
movement on ice. When make-up lessons occur, 
this number will vary by 1-2 students.

WHAT IS ISA? 

All students need to register with Ice Skating 
Australia - ISA. The first year is a pro-rata 
amount depending on which term of year you 
start skating.  
This expires each calendar year. Each year after 
that the renewal fee is only $17 per year.  
The ISA website is www.isa.org.au. Click Aussie 
Skate and follow the prompts.

WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING?

Skaters need to come prepared with:

» �Your LCC membership card. You MUST 
swipe your card at reception before  
your lesson

» �Your own skates OR you can use our  
hire skates for FREE

» �Comfortable, warm layers of clothing

» �Gloves, long socks and/or tights

» �Helmets, knee & elbow pads are  
available at Skate Hire

WHAT IS TEST WEEK?

Each student is given constructive feedback 
on how they are progressing, in the areas 
they have excelled in and those areas that 
might need a bit more practice.

Each level has at least 6 elements that must 
be achieved before progressing to the next 
level. This can sometimes take more than one 
term to achieve. 

Upon passing a level each student is also 
awarded an Aussie Skate certificate and 
badge as a memento of their skating 
achievements.
